Brevard College seeks an enthusiastic teacher to fill a tenure-track faculty position as an Assistant or 
Associate Professor and Program Coordinator of Criminal Justice, beginning in the fall semester of 2022. 

Successful candidates will hold a Ph.D. in Criminal Justice, Criminology, Sociology, or a related 
discipline. Candidates holding a J.D. but not a PhD will not be considered. We seek a dedicated teacher 
who will serve as Program Coordinator for a thriving Criminal Justice Program that emphasizes 
experiential learning and application. Administrative experience, including experience completing 
program assessment, developing, and maintaining community partnerships, is strongly desired. Though it 
is not required, we welcome candidates with experience in the criminal justice system at the local, state, 
or federal level. Program Coordinator responsibilities include program assessment, curriculum 
development, developing and maintaining community relationships with law enforcement agencies, and 
coordinating all aspects of the program.

Successful candidates must be interested in teaching courses at all levels of the undergraduate curriculum,
including introductory courses, service courses, and upper-level courses. Teaching responsibilities include
Introduction to Criminal Justice, required lower and upper-level courses including deviance, criminology, 
victimology, corrections, juvenile justice, and criminal justice ethics.
